	Applicants must be graduating seniors in the current school year.  Each application will be evaluated with your personal interview to decide on recipients.  Information you provide should include your last four years in 4-H, FFA, and or FHA.  A specially selected panel of judges will evaluate and score the applications.  Interview will be required for the applicants.
	All six sections of the application must be completed.  The essay section must be completed with no more than 500 words.  You may only use the space provided for each section.  No additional pages may be added.
	Applications must be typed on typewriter or computer (no handwritten applications).  The page requirements are calculated on a Times Roman 12 point font and 1 inch margins.  There should be 20 lines for each ½ page section.  Do not change any formatting except to remove the underling on the information sheet before using the word processing program (any application not completely filled out will not be accepted).
	The scholarship must be used at an accredited institution within one year of receiving.  The Fannin County 4-H, FFA, FHA Scholarship Committee will approve institutions prior to awarding the scholarships.
	Scholarships must be turned into the Fannin County Extension Office by 4:00 p.m. September 1, 2011.  If you have any questions, please call the Extension Office at 903-583-7453.
	Interviews will be held at Red River Regional Hospital the week of September 26th thru September 30th, 2011.  These interviews will be scheduled.  Recipients will be announced at the Fannin County Jr. Livestock Auction on Saturday, October 8, 2011 at or about 6:00 p.m.
